Junior English 

TTTC Essay
Over the course of this unit, we have spent time discussing themes, characters, history and O’Brien’s writing style in The Things They Carried. During this time, different ideas and aspects of the book have resonated with each of you. As we move to the final writing assignment for this unit, I am asking you to write a literary analysis essay in which you develop a debatable claim about an aspect of the novel and then support it with textual evidence. 

Step One: Topic Proposal

In order to help you choose a topic for your paper, I am asking that you review your final thoughts paragraphs, annotations and notes. Once you think you have chosen a topic, craft a brief proposal (one-two developed paragraphs) in which you name the focus of your essay, the question you’ll address, why you’re interested in this topic and why you believe it would make a strong topic for a paper. The topic/question must be one that you create, not one you’ve found on Sparknotes or other similar websites. 

Submit the proposal to me through Schoology for approval. 
Step Two: Preparation

Once I’ve approved your topic, you may begin preparing to write the essay. This means that you should craft a working thesis and subtopics, begin to look for evidence to support your debatable claim and create an outline for your essay. Please refer to the calendar below for due dates for parts of the essay.
Step Three: Write the essay
You will use your prep work and outline to write the essay in class next Friday. You will submit your final outline and prep work along with the essay you write in class.
Your essay should:

· have a clear introduction, multiple body paragraphs and a conclusion. 

· include multiple pieces of textual evidence in each body paragraph.  

· use 12-point, standard font.

	Introduction

	Conclusion
	Wraps up the argument in an effective manner; smooth flow; clear, strong lasting message.
	Begins to wrap up the argument but may need to go further; smooth flow; lasting message could be stronger.
	Incomplete conclusion; either too long or too short; needs a lasting message.
	Not developed; abrupt ending; does not wrap up argument.

	Mechanics


	Uses precise and polished language.   

Minimal mechanical errors and they do not distract (grammar, spelling, usage). 

Proper in-text citations.
	Uses clear and appropriate language; language could be more precise in places.  

Essay contains some distracting mechanical errors.

In-text citation format often used correctly.
	Language is unclear in several places.

Essay contains several mechanical errors; the errors begin to distract from the meaning.

	Essay contains many mechanical errors; the errors distract from the meaning.
