· demonstrates a good understanding of the texts through his/her comments & refers to specific examples & quotes from both Antigone and the supplemental reading a few times
· builds on comments to propel the conversation forward but may repeat comments a few times
· shows that he/she is actively listening to others through his/her comments most of the time
· offers clarification and/or follow-up questions
· is fairly balanced with speaking and listening
· monitors own contributions but may not invite others into the conversation 
· comes to the discussion prepared with some notes, questions & comments

	Participation is satisfactory


	Participant:
· offers some analysis, but may need prompting from others
· relies more upon his/her opinion and less on the text(s) to drive his/her comments

· demonstrates a general knowledge of the text(s) through his/her comments but rarely refers to specific examples & quotes in the text(s)
· may repeat ideas rather than helping to move the conversation forward
· listens to others but does not offer clarification and/or follow-up to others' comments

· has an imbalance between speaking and listening— inconsistent in attempts to participate or talks too much and thereby prevent the open exchange of ideas

· is less prepared for the discussion and brings few comments and/or questions to use during the conversation.
