Organization
	Excellent topic sentence that contains a strong claim; ideas flow smoothly into a well-integrated quote; in-depth analysis 
	Good topic sentence that expresses one claim; ideas flow into a well-integrated quote; analysis is good but needs to go further
	Topic sentence present  but needs a clearer claim; may need a more logical way of explaining the argument; quote included but needs to be better connected to the claim; may lack focus or illustrate more than one idea
	Unclear topic sentence; argument is not effectively explained; may include more than one main idea or undeveloped ideas; quote is not connected or explained

	Support/Use of text
	Uses a clear, strong example to support ideas effectively; includes clear and precise context 
	Uses a fairly clear example to support the claim; includes some context but may be too long/short; may need to be more precise
	Support is present, but it is not fully developed or explained; needs more convincing evidence; may include too much/too little context; context is misplaced
	Support is general and leaves the reader with many questions; does not include a quote; missing context and signal phrase
